Adding DNS Entries to Core DNS

We are going to be adding a host alias for example.com in this example by adding the following to the coredns configmap:

hosts custom hosts exanpl e.com {
1.2.3.4 exanpl e. com
fallthrough

For multiple hosts

hosts custom hosts exanpl e. comtest.com {
1.2.3.4 exanpl e. com
6.6.6.6 test.com
fallthrough

Start by editing the coredns configmap:

Force CoreDNS to reload the ConfigMap by entering:

kubect| delete pod --nanespace kube-system -l k8s-app=kube-dns

Performing an nslookup from a pod should show the new IP address for example.com
